2. 1.	 Install Driver
1.	 Insert the CD and run the Autorun.exe.

Notes: 
1.	 For some system version, the drivers will be installed automatically when connected to the 

internet. If not, please run the driver installation manually.
2.	 You can also download drivers manually from the product’s Support page at www.tp-link.com.

2.	 Select your model and follow the onscreen instructions to install the Wi-Fi 
driver. 

Notes: 
1.	 If an unknown publisher message pops up, select Yes to continue.  
2.	 If Windows User Account Control requires admin credentials, type user name and password of 

your Windows administrator account. 

2. 2.	 Join a Wireless Network
You can join a wireless network via Windows built-in wireless utility. Follow the 
instructions below to use your computer system’s built-in wireless utility: 
Click the Network icon on the taskbar (the icon might look like one of these:       
,      ,       , or     ). Select the Wi-Fi network you want to join, and click Connect. 
Enter the network password when prompted.

2. 3.	 Uninstall Driver
The software uninstallation steps vary a bit from different systems. Here we take 
the instructions for Windows 10 as an example. 
Go to Contol Pannel > Programs, click Uninstall a program, then double-click TP-
Link Archer TXE50UH Driver, then follow the on-screen instructions to complete 
the uninstallation.

T1.	What should I do if the adapter is not detected?

T3.	What should I do if can’t connect to the Wi-Fi after installing the 
driver?

•	 Refer to T2 to check if you have installed the driver for your adapter successfully .
•	 Make sure the adapter is securely connected to the computer.
•	 Disable the antivirus software and firewall, then try again.
•	 Try a different USB port on the computer.
•	 Restart your computer and try again.
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•	 Re-install the driver and try again.

There is a character string “Ver:X.Y” (for example, Ver:2.0) in the Serial Number field, 
and the number X is the hardware version of the adapter.
