Operational Modes

This TV has two modes: Interactive and Standalone mode.

e |nteractive mode: In this mode, the TV communicates with and is
fully or partially controlled by a connected Set Back Box (SBB) or
Set Top Box (STB) provided by a hospitality System Integration (SI)
vendor. When the TVis initially plugged in, it sends a command
that attempts to identify the SBB or STB connected to it. If the TV
identifies the SBB or STB and the SBB or STB identifies the TV, the
TV gives full control to the SBB or STB.

¢ Standalone mode: In this mode, the TV works alone without an
external SBB orthe STB.

The TV has a Hotel Option menu that lets you easily set its various
hospitality functions. Please see page 12.

The menu also lets you activate or de-activate some TV and
hospitality functions so you can create your optimal hospitality
configuration.
