Recording

Playback

Power source

The camcorder will not turn on or it turns off by itself.

- The battery pack is exhausted. Replace or charge the battery pack (11 27).
- Remove the battery pack and reattach it correctly.

Cannot charge the battery pack.

- Make sure the camcorder is off so charging can start.

- The temperature of the battery pack is outside the charging range. If the battery pack’s tem-
perature is below 0 °C (32 °F), warm it before charging it; if it is above 40 °C (104 °F), let the
battery pack cool down before charging it.

- Charge the battery pack in temperatures between 0 °C and 40 °C (32 °F and 104 °F).

- The battery pack is faulty. Replace the battery pack.

- The camcorder cannot communicate with the battery pack attached. Such battery packs can-
not be charged using this camcorder.

A noise can be heard from the compact power adapter.

- Afaint sound can be heard while the compact power adapter is connected to a power outlet.
This is not a malfunction.
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After using the camcorder for a long time, it becomes hot.
- The camcorder may become hot after using it continuously for long periods of time; this is not
a malfunction. If the camcorder becomes unusually hot or it becomes hot after using it only
for a short while, it may indicate a problem with the camcorder. Consult a Canon Service Cen-
ter.

The battery pack is exhausted extremely quickly even at normal temperatures.
- The battery may have reached the end of its battery life. Buy a new battery pack.

Recording

Pressing will not start recording.
- You cannot record while the camcorder is writing previous recordings onto the memory
(while the ACCESS indicator is on or flashing).
- The memory is full or it already contains the maximum number of scenes (3,999 scenes).
Delete some recordings ([11 58, 94) or initialize the memory ([1] 43) to free some space.

The point where was pressed does not match the beginning/end of the
recording.
- There is a slight interval between pressing and the actual start of recording.
This is not a malfunction.

The camcorder will not focus.
- Autofocus does not work on the subject. Focus manually (CI0 71).
- The lens or Instant AF sensor is dirty. Clean the lens or sensor with a soft lens-cleaning cloth
(12 167). Never use tissue paper to clean the lens.

When a subject flits across in front of the lens, the image appears slightly bent.
- This is a phenomenon typical of CMOS image sensors. When a subject crosses very quickly in
front of the camcorder, the image may seem slightly warped. This is not a malfunction.

Changing the operating mode between recording (@ )/record pause (@ I1)/playback (P> )
takes longer than usual.
- When the memory contains a large number of scenes, some operations may take longer than
usual. Save your recordings ([0 121) and initialize the memory (C10 43).

Movies or photos cannot be recorded properly.
- This may occur as movies and photos are recorded /deleted over time. Save your recordings
(0 121) and initialize the memory ([0 43).
Cannot record a photo.
- In mode: You cannot take photos in this mode if the simultaneous recording option in

the FUNC. menu is set to [Simultaneous Recording Off] (CI1 99), or if either the digital zoom
([ 137) or a digital effect (L] 76) is activated.
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Playback

Cannot add scenes to the playlist.
- The playlist can contain a maximum of 999 scenes. If the playlist includes scenes recorded in
MXP or FXP mode, the maximum number of scenes in the playlist may be less than 999.
- You may not be able to add scenes to the playlist if they were recorded or edited using
another device.
- You may not be able to add to the playlist scenes that were edited using the software on the
supplied Video Tools CD-ROM and were then written back to the camcorder.

Cannot delete a scene.
- You may not be able to delete scenes recorded or edited using another device.

Deleting scenes takes longer than usual.
- When the memory contains a large number of scenes, some operations may take longer than
usual. Save your recordings (11 121) and initialize the memory (11 43).

Cannot delete a photo.
- The photo is protected. Remove the protection (11 104).

When playing back video snapshot scenes or a slideshow with background music, the music
track is not played back correctly.
- Save your recordings ((I1 121) and initialize the memory ([ 43). Write back the backup
files and transfer the music files again.

Indicators and Onscreen Displays

A lights up in red.
- Battery pack is exhausted. Replace or charge the battery pack (11 27).

- The camcorder cannot communicate with the battery pack attached so the remaining battery I
time cannot be displayed.

- A memory card error occurred. Turn off the camcorder. Remove and reinsert the memory
card.

The screen appears too dark.

- Remove the battery pack and reattach it correctly.

Abnormal characters appear on the screen and the camcorder does not operate properly.

- The folder and file numbers have reached their maximum value. Set (§] € [Photo Number-
ing] to [Reset] ((I1 144) and insert a new memory card.

- The simultaneous recording option in the FUNC. menu is set to [Simultaneous Recording Off].
Change the setting to take photos while recording video ([T 99).

The wireless controller will not work.
- Set (7] © [Wireless Remote Control] to [On].
- Replace the battery of the wireless controller.

Gonnections with External Devices

Video noise appears on the TV screen. I
- When using the camcorder in a room where a TV is located, keep a distance between the
compact power adapter and the power or antenna cables of the TV.

Playback looks fine on the camcorder but there is no image on the TV screen.
- The video input on the TV is not set to the video terminal to which you connected the cam-
corder. Select the correct video input.

There is no sound from the TV.
- When connecting the camcorder to an HDTV using the CTC-100/S Component Cable, make
sure to connect also the audio connections using the white and red plugs of the STV-250N
Stereo Video Cable.
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The camcorder is connected using the optional HTC-100 HDMI Cable, but there is no picture or
sound from the HDTV.

The camcorder is connected using the optional HTC-100 HDMI Cable, but HDMI-CEC does not
work (cannot play back using the TV's remote control).
