In the Closed Caption system, there can be more
than one caption service provided. Each is identified
by its own number. The “CC1”, “CC2”, “CC3” and

In the Closed Caption system, the TEXT1, TEXT2,
TEXT3 or TEXT4 services display text that is unrelated
to the program being viewed (e.g., weather or news).
These services are also superimposed over the
program currently being viewed.
